That
may be true for MFAs, PhDs, and other specialised writing programmes but the same cannot be
sald for students learning English or studying literature in a second language where the emphasis
IS on process, not product. In this workshop, lain Maloney will talk through his method and give
participants a chance to experience an inclusive, non-scary creative writing class. Just as anyone
can do creative writing, anyone can teach it to L2 learners.
