(4)Collaboration : to communicate with and to lead a team of people from
different academic, cultural, and language backgrounds.

- Enter to Educational Affairs System by following procedure below, and register courses
(NU Portal — Class and Training = Student affairs — Course Registration and Grading)
Search courses from “Other Dpt.” or  “Intensive” — ”"Add Couerses” button.

- Course Enrollment Adjustments or Reason for Application might be required for some courses
For these courses, you need to follow the instruction indicated in the syllabus
( Ex: Some courses require you to tell the instructor in charge via email about the reason why you would like to
take this course at the same time as online course registration. )
Since not all of the courses are applicable to the above, please make sure with the syllabus whether the
confirmation with the instructor is necessary
